Battle of Brattonsville:  Field report submitted:   Commander Irish Brigade.

1st SGT. Madden, Co. B. 88th NYSI  2nd Reg. Irish Brigade. 
Arrived at camp late in the day on October 22, 1865.  Troops made camp in open field and we were expecting Rebels to be in the area.  We camp near a Plantation and will be looking for Rebels and supplies in the morning.

Oct. 23
Reveille at 7AM.  Troops were feed breakfast.  Assembled for morning parade and drill.  Orders were to go out as skirmishers and find the enemy.  We soon found the rebels and exchange fire.   We fell back behind our cannons.  The cannons opened fire and continue to shell the enemy position for at least 30 minutes.  We then were ordered forward and exchange fire.  We were pushed back by the enemy and fell back to the wood line.  Several men were wounded.  We went back to our camp and will regroup .
Oct. 24
After Reveille the men were formed up and marched back to the field of engagement.  The enemy had not left the ground they had gain the day before.  Our cannon began firing on the enemy position.  After the cannon fire stopped, Co. B was ordered forward.  The rest of the battalion formed a battle line. Our Co. was positioned on the extreme left of the line.   Fire from bot side was intense.  We moved forward at a slow pace.   We continued to push the enemy back.  After several hours, the enemy line broke and we charged.  We captured there regimental flag.

Co. B.  3 killed, 5 wounded.
